Direction to “new” Engineering Building, the Utah State University
From Salt Lake City

(1) Take I-15 north to Brigham city

(2) Take the Exit 364, after about one hour (from the downtown SLC)

(3) The exit 364 merges with Route 89

(4) Proceed with route 89 east for about 25 minutes (note: there is Utah State University Branch in Brigham City, which is not main campus. Please don’t be confused with it)
(5) The route 89 leads to Main Street of downtown Logan

(6) Follow the main street until 400 North

(7) Take a right at the intersection of Main Street and the 400 North

(8) The 400 North is route 89 again
(9) Take a left turn on the traffic siganl at 600 East on 400 North

(10) Take a right turn at the first stop sign (500 North) on the 600 East

(11) Take a left turn at the 700 East on the 500 North

(12) The road (700 East) is curved toward the East and leads you to 700 North

(13) After passing the first traffic light, you will see the second one on the intersection of 700 North and 1200 East.

(14) Turn right to the last parking lot before the second traffic light

(15) The parking lots are C3 on your right and ask a one day pass for your car at the entrance.  Currently construction is underway east of the smaller lot of C3 on the south.  Parking either C3 sites is fine.
(16) The Engineering building is new four story building on the southeast corner of the parking lot.  See the map with yellow mark at the lower bottom.
